Requirements:  
Relational and devoted Christ follower who has competence, experience and passion for telling stories via 
photography and video with excellence  

Media specialty:  
● Actively gather footage, both photo and video, of all camp activities throughout the week (including, 
but not limited to footage from the ranch, challenge course, chapel, Bible studies, games, etc)  
● Organize photos and videos on our staff drive for easy management for projects  
● Craft high quality videos to highlight each week of camp, to be completed by Friday morning at 8am. 
● Work with Communications Coordinator to upload daily footage to Bunk1  
● Interview campers and staff for end of week videos, as well as future promotional videos 
● Craft a fall Recharge promo video  

   ● Interview Program Director and several staff members to make a staff promo video for summer 2026  

Support Staff Role:  
● Readily available and willing to assist campers, summer staff, and full time staff as needed. 
● Work with support team to greet campers/families upon arrival  
● Help set up the dining hall each Sunday  
● Help serve Sunday evening meal  
● Lead 1-2 meals per week and assist with Dish Dawgs 1-2 times per week during junior camp weeks 
● Readily available and willing to set up/tear down spaces as requested by program team ● Be 
continuously helpful and hospitable to campers and staff and eager to help whenever available ● 
Willingness to assist in camp store as needed or assigned  
● Lead zipline as assigned  
● Lead challenge courses as assigned  
● Plan and lead a Back 2 Basics session for one hour each day  
● Be a relational member of the team with a servant-leader mindset  
● Be available to assist cabin leaders with group management if needed  
● Sit with cabins whenever able to build relationships with campers and staff  
● Other duties as assigned  

Compensation: $300/week  

Our photographer/videographer will live on site during the summer, and room and board are also 
compensated.
